	Lesson Summary:
As mentioned in the CNN article (Sutter, 2009), “the role of the Web is increasing in the lives of nearly everyone.  The fastest demographic on Facebook, women over the age of fifty-five, uses social networking sites to remain connected to their far-flung families.  

Lesson Summary:

Learner will become familiar with various social networking websites.

Estimated Duration:
This lesson is designed to fit into one 60-minute session.

Standards Addressed:

Teachers:

Commentary: 

“With the advent of blogs, Wikis, and social networking sites, people no longer go to the Web just to grab information.  They create it and post it.  The web is no longer the domain of only those who have the coding skills needed to build a web page.  The Web has the capacity to become an extension of the self.  Social networking sites like Twitter and Facebook have been on the leading edge of Web 2.0 with their exceptionally fast growth, but nearly all sites now have adapted to incorporate the Web 2.0 sensibility.”  (Christel, xvii)

“Facebook originally started as a college campus-based program that existed to keep students in touch with friends on campus and those who attended different universities.  It has evolved, along with Twitter, into one of the most traveled-to destinations on the Web.  The interconnection made possible by social networking sites in fundamentally changing the way people interact with online content, the way they perceive the roles of producers and consumers of media, as well as they way they view the role of the Internet in their lives.” (Christel, xviii)


Pre-Assessment:
At the beginning of the session, participants will be given a Pre-Assessment (attachment) to determine their knowledge of Social Networking Sites.

Pre-Assessment will also indicate whether or not participants are currently members of  Social Networking.

Scoring Guidelines:
The scoring guideline for the pre-assessment will take the form of teacher-judgment based on the checklist.  Student will meet indicator if, by the end of the session, they have a clear understanding of what a Social Network is and can name at least five Social Networking Sites.

Post-Assessment:
At the end of the session, participants will be given a post-assessment (attachment) on which they’ll be asked to name five Social Networking Sites.  They will be asked to identify a site that they found interesting or may consider joining in the future.  They will each be asked to explain their decision to the rest of the class.  Finally, participants will be asked for recommendations for change.

Scoring Guidelines:
Student has met the indicator or benchmark if they can name five or more Social Networking Sites and if they have an obvious increase in knowledge about Social Networking.  

Instructional Procedures:

· Participants will spend 10-minutes taking Pre-Assessment

· Participants will watch the 2-minute YouTube video called Social Networking in Plain English by The Commoncraft Show http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=6a_KF7TYKVc
· Participants will watch the 3-minute YouTube video “How Big is Social Networking?”http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Ab_LmVhA1Ds&feature=fvw
· Participants will watch the 5-minute video “Shift Happens” http://www.whatissocialnetworking.com/2009_Video_Shift_Happens.html
For the next 30-minutes the instructor will:

· Ask participants for comments about the videos

· review the Pre-Assessment with participants and provide details (via handout or a ppt. presentation) on all 21 Social Networking Sites (see attachment).

· show grid on Top 10 Social Networking Sites http://social-networking-websites-review.toptenreviews.com/
· explain that there are many types of Social Networking sites (personal, business, social sites that help) and briefly talk about the Social Network, “Turn Your World Around”, created by a teenage girl. http://www.aandolan.org/
· explain to the participants that all session materials are located on the School Advisory Council website including tips for Facebook Privacy Settings should any of the participants elect to set up a FB account.  http://www.allfacebook.com/facebook-privacy-new-2009-12
· Participants will spend the last 10-minutes taking the Post-Assessment and asking questions.


Differentiated Instructional Support
· If participants already belong to the Facebook Social Network, the participants could work individually on laptops (from the laptop station) and check their privacy settings to ensure they are in accordance with the tips provided above.

· Participants could evaluate whether or not their profile is accurately representative and reflective of whom they are.

· Participants could evaluate whether or not they would want a current or future employer, or a grandparent to view the photos on their page.

Extension
Encourage participants to choose one Social Networking Site to join for a 30-day trial period.  During the 30-day trial period, ask participants to keep track of how much time they spend on the site and determine whether or not it has increased their communication with family and friends.

Interdisciplinary Connections
Instructor could set up a Social Network for participants and ask all of them to join.

Social Networking Sites

1. 43Things - Social networking site for people who have goals in their life and want to see those goals through. By writing about your goals and seeing what other's have written about the same goal on 43Things you may get the help you need and make new friends at the same time.

2. Bebo (#3) - Stay in touch with your friends from college, make new friends or just hang out.

3. CafeMom – A social networking site that lets moms keep in touch with other moms and talk about all things mom.

4. Facebook (#1) - Get a Facebox a profile, add pictures and write your own Facebox blog. Share music too and make lots of friends.

5. Friendster (#4) - Find new and old friends with Friendster. Even find someone to love. You can add video to your Friendster profile and create music playlists. Change the way your Friendster profile page looks with provided backgrounds or by creating your own with CSS. Photo albums and blogs are available with your Friendster profile too.

6. Gather - A great site for people who like to write stories, poetry or anything else.

7. Habbo (Hotel) (#10) - Check into the world's largest virtual hotel for FREE! Meet and make friends, play games, chat with others, create your avatar, design rooms and more…

8. Hi5 (#5) - Add your own videos to the database and show them off on your Hi5 profile. If you have your own music you can add that too and share it with others.  Organize your friends into friend folders to keep friends separate from family or acquaintances. Organize your photos the same way. Create folders and keep photos organized and easy to find. 

9. IMVU – Get rooms, furniture to decorate your rooms and clothes for your avatar. Hang out with your friends online and chat.

10. Live Mocha – The social way to learn a language.

11. Minti – Parenting social networking site. If you are a parent you can get advice from other parents here.

12. MySpace (#2) - Get a MySpace profile, add pictures and write your own blog. Share music too and make lots of friends.

13. Netlog (#9) -  the online community for more than 72 million young people.  Create your own profile with a guestbook, blog, friends, pictures and videos.  Search for friends, cool events, music and games. 

14. Orkut by Google (#6) - meet new friends and keep in touch with them by adding them to your friends list or joining the same communities as them

15. PerfSpot (#7) - Get a profile, add pictures and write your own blog. Share music too and make lots of friends.

16. Plurk – a mini blogging social networking site, sort of like Twitter, but it's more than that. All the posts of all the people you're following can be found on your profile's timeline. Photos and videos can be added to your posts and direct messages can be done too. Plurk is truly unique, and a great way to get to know other people online.

17. Spanglish – "Social networking site for people learning Spanish, aprende ingles. Meet new friends, haz amigos. subscrÃ​bete gratuitamente. Plus podcasts, blogs, eventos, y mucho mas!"

18. Spout – Social networking site for people who love movies and everything about movies.

19. Stickam – Social networking site that lets you put up your own live webcam and chat with each other. You can also browse the site and see who's online and maybe do some people watching.

20. Wayn - Log your trips wherever you go and find out who else is there or has been there.

21. Zorpia (#8) - goal of bringing people together from all over the world and allowing them to share their ideas and interests. The primary features are the photo album, online journal, social networking, customized homepage, comment system and discussion forum."
